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The main objectives, results and conclusions of the work that should be presented at the International Conference should be described. This will be published in the congress’s book of abstracts.

The document must not exceed two A4 pages; the top and bottom margins must be 25 mm, and the left and right margins must be 30 mm.

The title of the abstract must be related to the contribution that will be presented at the International Conference (Times New Roman, 14 pts. Bold), followed by the authors (12 pts.) and their affiliation(s) (10 pts, cursive).

The text must be written in a single column in Times New Roman, 10 pts.

This document serves as a template for the abstracts to be submitted and subsequently evaluated by the 15th FOA Scientific Committee.

Bibliographical references related to the theme should be indicated by numbers in square brackets [1-3] and listed in the last section of the abstract.
